BEFORE AND AFTER THE TOMORROW PEOPLE

*Nicholas Young (John from Seasons One to Eight) was born in London in 1950 and trained at the Corona Stage School from 1964 - 67. His first roles were as Trevor in the Children’s Film Foundation film EAGLE ROCK in 1964 and in THE FLYING SWAN broadcast BBC1 27 March - 19 June 1965. Young featured in the ATV drama series FRONT PAGE STORY in 1965, appeared in THE PRIZE and UP SCHOOL for ATV and featured in the WEDNESDAY PLAY ‘The Trial and Torture of Sir John Rampayne’ broadcast BBC1 in 1965. He featured in the WEDNESDAY PLAY ‘The Connoisseur’ broadcast BBC1 in 1966 and featured in the film TO SIR WITH LOVE in 1967. He played the Head Boy in the play FORTY YEARS ON in the West End from October 1968, featured in the film GOODBYE MR. CHIPS in 1969, played Dod in the WEDNESDAY PLAY ‘Wine of India’ broadcast BBC1 15 April 1970, played the Honourable Myles Radford in the UPSTAIRS, DOWNSTAIRS episode ‘A Cry for Help’ for London Weekend TV broadcast 14 November 1971 (broadcast N.Z. 7 September 1976 and 4 August 1983) and featured as Jeremy Marcus in the OWEN - M.D. episode ‘An Officially Hot Day’ broadcast BBC1 in 1972. Nicholas Young was the only regular to appear in every episode of THE TOMORROW PEOPLE, starring in the programme from February 1973 to October 1978. He played the customs clerk in the film THE DAY OF THE JACKAL in 1973, played a pop star in the play CANTERBURY in 1974, featured as Myron in the film THREE FOR ALL in 1975 and as Deadeye Dick in ESKIMO NELL (aka THE BALLAD OF ESKIMO NELL) in 1975, played Raymond in the film IT COULD HAPPEN TO YOU (aka TEENAGE SECRETS) in 1975 and played the silent card player in the film THE GIRL WITH SOMETHING EXTRA in 1976, played Ned Worthington in the classic serial KATY broadcast BBC1 10 October – 14 November 1976 (broadcast N.Z. February 1981), played Peter Rockwell in the SPACE: 1999 episodes ‘The Bringers of Wonder, parts 1-2’ broadcast 20 and 27 February 1977 and played Legs Luigi in the film ADVENTURES OF A PRIVATE EYE in 1977. After THE TOMORROW PEOPLE finished production in autumn 1978 Young played John B. Thayer in the U.S. television film S.O.S. TITANIC in 1979, hosted ABOUT BOOKS for Thames TV in 1980, featured in the Iraqi propaganda film THE GREAT QUESTION in 1981, played a policeman in the thriller serial BLOOD MONEY broadcast BBC1 6 September - 11 October 1981 and played a neo-Nazi in the serial KESSLER broadcast BBC1 13 November - 18 December 1981. Nicholas Young featured in the BBC SHAKESPEARE production of ‘Cymbeline’ broadcast BBC2 in 1982, appeared in GAME FOR A LAUGH for London Weekend TV in 1982 and appeared in an episode of PULASKI broadcast BBC1 in 1987. He set up his own theatrical agency and has acted only occasionally since. Nicholas Young attended the DreamWatch convention in London on 30 October 1994, and returned to play John in the Big Finish CD audio plays THE TOMORROW PEOPLE: THE NEW GODS, THE DEADLIEST SPECIES in 2001 and THE GHOSTS OF MENDEZ and THE SIGN OF DIOLYX in 2002. 

*Sammie Winmill (Carol in Season One) was born in Bognor in 1948, trained at the Arts Educational School and worked for several seasons at the Opera House. She played the waitress in the film UP POMPEII in 1971, featured as Nurse Sandra Crumpton in episodes of DOCTOR IN CHARGE for London Weekend Television broadcast 9 April – 8 October 1972 and 15 September – 29 December 1973, played Gretel in the film THE PIED PIPER in 1972 and starred in THE TOMORROW PEOPLE from February to July 1973, leaving the series to return to the theatre and musicals. Sammie Winmill played Molly in THE NEW AVENGERS episode ‘The Eagle’s Nest’ broadcast 22 September 1976, played Ethel Pettifer in THE DUCHESS OF DUKE STREET broadcast BBC1 1976 - 77 and played the young lady in THE PROFESSIONALS episode ‘Old Dog with New Tricks’ for London Weekend TV broadcast 13 January 1978. Sammie Winmill left acting in the late 1970s, attended British TellyCon at the New Imperial Hotel in Birmingham on 18 April 1988, returned to acting based in Nottingham in 1991 and attended the DreamWatch convention in London on 30 October 1994. Sammie Winmill played Lillian Chamberlain in the audio play GHOSTLANDS in 1996, appeared in the training films MENTOR PROVIDING INTRODUCTION and PARENTS IN PARTNERSHIP in 1997, played customers in advertisements for Millennium Blinds and Harwich International Port in 1998 and 1999, and played Vixxy in the film ONLY HUMAN in 1999 and played Cindy Rellar in the film SOLDIERS OF LOVE in 1999. 

*Stephen Salmon (Kenny in Season One) was born in 1958 and had attended children’s acting workshops at Thames Television in 1972. He starred in THE TOMORROW PEOPLE from February to July 1973, but was sacked by Roger Price after Season One because of ‘creative differences’. Stephen Salmon later worked for the British Post Office.

*Peter Vaughan Clarke (Stephen Jameson from Seasons One to Four) was born with twin sister Sophie on 16 June 1957, was educated at Wandsworth School, Southfields, and attended children’s acting workshops at Thames Television in 1972. His first television appearance was in a marmite commercial in 1972, and he then played Ronnie Page in DORA for London Weekend TV broadcast 29 September – 10 November 1972, appeared in the film A TOUCH OF CLASS in 1973, featured in a pantomime with Lulu from December 1973 – January 1974 and starred as Stephen Jameson in THE TOMORROW PEOPLE for three years from February 1973 to February 1976. He played the copyboy in an episode of THE PALLISERS broadcast BBC1 in 1974, played the farmer’s boy in LATE CALL broadcast BBC2 1 – 22 March 1975, played Robbie in the film IT COULD HAPPEN TO YOU (aka TEENAGE SECRETS) in 1975, played Jamie in THE DUCHESS OF DUKE STREET episode ‘The Bargain’ broadcast BBC1 October 1976, played the rent boy Pierre in the film THE STUD in 1978 and played Fred in the SHOESTRING episode ‘The Mayfly Dame’ broadcast 26 October 1980. Peter Vaughan Clarke now owns a lighting firm working in the entertainment business, attended British TellyCon at the New Imperial Hotel in Birmingham on 18 April 1988, and returned to play Stephen Jameson in the Big Finish CD audio play THE TOMORROW PEOPLE: THE DEADLIEST SPECIES in 2001. 

*Philip Gilbert (TIM/Timus/Tikno/voice of Galactic Federation Biotronic Computers from Seasons One to Eight) was born in Vancouver, Canada on 29 March 1931, was educated at Vancouver College, and was a player with the Rank Organisation. He played Joe in the film SIMON AND LAURA in 1955, appeared in the film MAN OF THE MOMENT in 1955 and played Eddie in the film CHECKPOINT in 1956, played Johnny in the film ROCK YOU SINNERS in 1957, featured in the revue SHARE MY LETTUCE at the Lyric Theatre, Hammersmith from 21 August 1957 and at the Comedy Theatre from 25 September 1957 - 17 May 1958, played John Langford in the film ACCOUNT RENDERED in 1957, played Conrad Lewis in the film BACHELOR OF HEARTS in 1958 and played the young man in the surgery in the film DENTIST IN THE CHAIR in 1960. He played Phil Brown in the film THE SINGER NOT THE SONG in 1961, played Jeremy de Willoughby in THE AVENGERS episode ‘The Frighteners’ for ABC TV broadcast 27 May 1961, played Oscar in the film DIE! DIE! MY DARLING! (aka FANATIC) in 1965 and played Dr. Ted Roberts in the film THE FROZEN DEAD in 1966. Philip Gilbert guest starred on SYKES WITH THE LID OFF for Thames TV broadcast 7 July 1971, featured in TILL DEATH DO US PART broadcast BBC1 in 1972 and starred as TIM/Timus/Tikno/the voice of Galactic Federation Biotronic Computers in THE TOMORROW PEOPLE from February 1973 to October 1978. He featured in the sitcom MISTER BIG broadcast BBC1 7 January - 11 February 1977 and 30 June - 4 August 1977, featured in CITIZEN SMITH broadcast BBC1 in 1977, played the newsreader in the film SUPERMAN THREE in 1983 and featured in HOWARDS’ WAY broadcast BBC1 in 1985. Gilbert was formerly Head of Drama at the Prince Regent Theatre School in Farnborough, Hampshire and works occasionally in the theatre, being represented by Nicholas Young’s theatrical agency. Philip Gilbert attended British TellyCon at the New Imperial Hotel in Birmingham on 18 April 1988 and his performance as Jeremy de Willoughby in THE AVENGERS episode ‘The Frighteners’ was broadcast on Channel 4 7 January 1993. Philip Gilbert returned to play TIM in the Big Finish CD audio plays THE TOMORROW PEOPLE: THE NEW GODS, THE DEADLIEST SPECIES in 2001 and THE GHOSTS OF MENDEZ and THE SIGN OF DIOLYX in 2002.

*Elizabeth Adare (Elizabeth M’Bondo from Seasons Two to Five and Seven to Eight) was born in Newcastle on 3 June 1949 and raised in Sierra Leone until 1957 and Ghana, where her father was deputy Attorney-General. She was educated in Freetown and in Ghana, at the Clemence Cave School for Girls in London and at University Tutorial College, London. Elizabeth Adare began acting initially as a hobby before attending the Mountview Drama School and the Guildhall School of Speech and Drama. She worked in repertory theatre in Glasgow and Coventry, with the National Theatre, the Young Vic Theatre and the Citizen’s Theatre and with black theatre groups. Elizabeth Adare appeared in the plays A LESSON IN A DEAD LANGUAGE and FUNNY HOUSE OF A NEGRO at the Royal Court Theatre from 28 April 1968 and had walk-on parts in television before featuring in an episode of THE EXPERT broadcast BBC1 in 1971 and featuring as Ruth in THE GUARDIANS episode ‘The Roman Empire’ for London Weekend TV broadcast 18 September 1971 (broadcast N.Z. 17 May 1974). She featured in the six episode telefantasy serial MAN DOG broadcast BBC1 30 January - 7 February 1972, appeared in the science fiction play TIME SNEEZE with the Young Vic Theatre and featured in the film FATHER DEAR FATHER in 1972. Elizabeth Adare toured with the play THE BANANA BOX in 1973 and featured as Lucy in the RISING DAMP episode ‘For the Man who has Everything’ for Yorkshire TV broadcast 26 December 1975. She starred as Elizabeth M’Bondo in THE TOMORROW PEOPLE from October 1973 to December 1976. Elizabeth Adare also featured in WITHIN THESE WALLS for London Weekend TV, appeared in eleven episodes of CROSSROADS for ATV in 1974, appeared in GENERAL HOSPITAL for ATV, broadcast with the African Service of the BBC from 1974-75, featured in the BBC radio serial THE ARCHERS and featured in a CROWN COURT story for Granada TV. She also presented a television series for the Inner London Educational Authority in 1974. Adare’s daughter Kibibi was born during her absence from Season Six of THE TOMORROW PEOPLE in 1977, when she played the African lady in the MIND YOUR LANGUAGE episode ‘An Inspector Calls’ for London Weekend TV broadcast 6 January 1978 and played Lily in the ENEMY AT THE DOOR episode ‘No Quarter Given’ for London Weekend TV broadcast 1978 (broadcast N.Z. 1 July 1980). Elizabeth Adare returned to THE TOMORROW PEOPLE from January to October 1978. After the series finished production in autumn 1978 Adare toured extensively with theatre and directed a number of fringe theatre productions. She played the barrister in the film A NIGHTINGALE SANG IN BERKELEY SQUARE (aka THE BIG SCAM, aka THE MAYFAIR BANK CAPER) in 1979, hosted ABOUT BOOKS for Thames TV in 1980 and played Carry in THE SETBACKS serial ‘The Seven Setbacks of The Setbacks’ for Thames TV broadcast 12 October – 23 November 1981. Elizabeth Adare featured in the soap opera ANGELS broadcast BBC1 7 September 1976 - December 1983, appeared on television in SOMETHING FOR THE TIME BEING and SWEENEY AGONISTES, appeared in the National Theatre production of the play MEASURE FOR MEASURE at the Lyttelton Theatre from 14 April - 12 August 1981, played Mabel Mazenze in the RUMPOLE OF THE BAILEY episode ‘Rumpole and the Golden Thread’ for Thames TV broadcast 18 October 1983 and featured as Betty Williams in the MITCH episode ‘Who Must Remain Anonymous’ for London Weekend TV in 1984. Elizabeth Adare became a child psychotherapist in the mid-1980s.

*Dean Lawrence (Tyso Boswell from Seasons Three to Four) was born in 1962, starred as Edmund in the Children’s Film Foundation Film ROBIN HOOD JUNIOR in 1974, featured in the musical JOSEPH AND HIS AMAZING TECHNICOLOURED DREAMCOAT in the West End in 1973 and CARRY ON LONDON in the West End in 1974 and starred as Tyso Boswell in THE TOMORROW PEOPLE from October 1974 to February 1976. He played Ron in the seven episode series WESTWAY for Harlech TV in 1977, appeared in several stage productions and worked in modelling from 1977 - 78. Dean Lawrence played Knobs in the film THE LORDS OF DISCIPLINE in 1982 and still works occasionally in the acting profession.

*Michael Holoway (Mike Bell from Seasons Four to Eight) was born in the East End of London on 28 January 1961. He was educated at Erkenwald Comprehensive School, Essex Music College and the Anna Scher Children’s Theatre, Islington, London. He also studied with the Method Acting School. Mike Holoway played drums with the group ‘Young Revival’ in 1970, then with the pop group Flintlock and starred in the Roger Price-produced children’s magazine and skits programme YOU MUST BE JOKING for Thames TV broadcast 28 May – 16 July 1975 and 23 April – 4 June 1976. He starred as Mike Bell in THE TOMORROW PEOPLE from October 1975 to October 1978. Flintlock were guests on ARROWS for Granada TV in 1976 and were the stars of the Thames TV musical series FANFARE in 1976, and Mike Holoway also starred in MAGIC CIRCLE with Ray Alan and Pauline Quirke for Thames TV in 1976. Flintlock appeared in the British charts in January 1976 with their song ‘Dawn’ and released four albums, On the Way (1975), Hot from the Lock (1976), Tears n’Cheers (1977) and Stand Alone (1979) before breaking up in 1979. Mike Holoway was a storyteller for the Thames TV children’s series RAINBOW in 1977 and was a panellist in the WHODUNNIT? episode ‘Instant Coffee’ for Thames TV in 1978 (broadcast N.Z. 4 February 1980). After THE TOMORROW PEOPLE finished production in autumn 1978 Michael Holoway toured with several plays, appeared in two films in the United States and toured in productions of GREASE and GODSPELL. He played Frederick in THE PIRATES OF PENZANCE at the Theatre Royal, Drury Lane from 26 May 1982 and from November 1983 – January 1984, featured as pop star Zac Zolar in the MINDER episode ‘A Star is Gorn’ for Euston Films broadcast 17 October 1984 (broadcast N.Z. 19 November 1984), featured as Tommy Tucker in HUMPTY DUMPTY at the Dominion Theatre from November 1984 – January 1985, starred as Joseph in the musical JOSEPH AND THE AMAZING TECHNICOLOUR DREAMCOAT at the Royalty Theatre from 19 December 1986 - 18 January 1987, starred as Rock Hard in the musical HOLD TIGHT - IT’S SIXTIES NIGHT at the Oldham Coliseum from 30 May - 17 June 1989 and starred as Robin in the musical ROBIN PRINCE OF SHERWOOD at the Piccadilly Theatre from 3 February - 2 May 1993. Michael Holoway is now married with two children and attended the DreamWatch convention in London on 30 October 1994. He played Joseph in JOSEPH AND THE AMAZING TECHNICOLOUR DREAMCOAT at the New Victoria Theatre, Woking, from 22 February – 6 March 1999, and again in mid-2000. Michael Holoway starred in the musical ROCK AND ROLL ROLLER COASTER at the Palace Theatre, Westcliffe-on-Sea, Southend from 31 July – 18 August 2001. 

*Misako Koba (Hsui Tai from Seasons Six to Eight) was born in Japan in 1954 where she performed in amateur theatricals. She was working in cabaret in Blackpool when her friend and later husband Colin Sherwood heard of the role of Hsui Tai and she travelled to London to audition. Misako Koba Sherwood starred as Hsui Tai in THE TOMORROW PEOPLE from March 1977 to October 1978, but found roles difficult to get and later left the acting profession. She has since done some singing and raised her family of three daughters and a son in Blackpool. 

*Nigel Rhodes (Andrew Forbes from Seasons Seven to Eight) featured as Peter in the children’s series FOLLOW THAT DOG for Southern TV broadcast 13 November - 18 December 1974 and played a slave extra in THE TOMORROW PEOPLE story A Much Needed Holiday broadcast 14 - 21 March 1977. He played Mark Saxby in the series WESTWAY for Harlech TV in 1977, featured in the RIPPING YARNS episode ‘The Curse of the Claw’ broadcast BBC2 25 October 1977, starred as Paul in the Harlech TV play THE ROCKING HORSE WINNER broadcast 10 December 1977 and featured in YOU CAN’T BE SERIOUS for Thames TV broadcast 1 August – 5 September 1978. Nigel Rhodes starred as Andrew Forbes in THE TOMORROW PEOPLE from January to October 1978 and worked later as a camera operator.

*Roger Price (creator Classic THE TOMORROW PEOPLE, co-writer Season One, writer Seasons Two to Eight (excluding Into The Unknown), co-producer Seasons One to Three, producer Season Four, director The Medusa Strain, The Blue And The Green, The Doomsday Men, Into The Unknown, creator THE NEW TOMORROW PEOPLE, writer and co-producer The Tomorrow People, executive producer THE NEW TOMORROW PEOPLE The Culex Experiment, Monsoon Man, The Rameses Connection and The Living Stones) began work in television at ATV in Birmingham, worked also for Granada TV in Manchester and directed the BBC documentary SO YOU THINK... episode ‘You Know Children’ broadcast BBC1 22 April 1969. As well as his commitments to THE TOMORROW PEOPLE from 1973 - 78 Roger Price produced the children’s magazine programmes YOU MUST BE JOKING! for Thames TV broadcast 28 May – 16 July 1975 and 23 April – 4 June 1976, PAULINE’S QUIRKES broadcast 15 November – 20 December 1976 and YOU CAN’T BE SERIOUS broadcast 1 August – 5 September 1978. He also wrote four novelisations and collections of short stories based on THE TOMORROW PEOPLE between 1973 and 1979, The Tomorrow People in The Visitor (1973, with Julian R. Gregory, illustrated by Mike Jackson), The Tomorrow People in Three in Three (1974), The Tomorrow People in Four into Three (1975), The Tomorrow People in One Law (1976) and The Tomorrow People in THE LOST GODS with HITLER’S LAST SECRET and THE THARGON MENACE (1979). Roger Price emigrated to Ottawa, Canada in 1979 and produced children’s programmes for Canadian television including YOU CAN’T DO THAT ON TELEVISION from 1980 – 90 and TURKEY TELEVISION in 1988 through his production company ‘Kids Next Door’. Price created, wrote and produced a new version of his original series, THE NEW TOMORROW PEOPLE, in 1992. The new series had no tangible links with the original aside from being an updated version of the original premise. For Seasons Two and Three of the new series from 1993 - 94 Roger Price acted as executive producer.

*Brian Finch (co-writer The Slaves of Jedikiah, The Medusa Strain, The Vanishing Earth) wrote episodes of CORONATION STREET for Granada TV in 1971, 1974 and 1977, wrote the OWEN M. D. episode ‘Water under the Bridge’ broadcast BBC1 in 1972, wrote the HUNTER’S WALK episode ‘Blind Eye’ for ATV broadcast 13 May 1974, wrote the serial THE CHINESE PUZZLE broadcast BBC1 13 November – 11 December 1974, wrote the PUBLIC EYE episode ‘The Fall Guy’ for Thames TV broadcast 3 February 1975 and wrote THE LIFE OF RILEY episode ‘The Visitors’ for Granada TV broadcast 3 February 1975. Brian Finch wrote the seven episode BBC children’s series POTTER’S PICTURE PALACE broadcast 13 September - 25 October 1976 and wrote the GENERAL HOSPITAL episodes ‘Another Time, Another Place’ for ATV broadcast 15 October 1976, ‘Pound of Flesh’ for ATV broadcast 2 December 1977 and ‘Blood and Water’ for ATV broadcast 10 February 1978. He wrote two series of FALLEN HERO for Granada TV from 1978 - 79, co-created the London Weekend TV series THE GENTLE TOUCH and wrote the episodes ‘Killer’ broadcast 11 April 1980 and ‘Shock’ broadcast 2 May 1980. He also wrote episodes of the BBC series JULIET BRAVO broadcast from 1980 - 85, wrote the Central Independent TV series MURPHY’S MOB in 1982 and wrote the ALL CREATURES GREAT AND SMALL special ‘The Lord God Made Them All’ broadcast BBC1 25 December 1983. Brian Finch wrote the BERGERAC episodes ‘Root and Branch’ broadcast BBC1 17 January 1987, ‘Whatever Lola Wants’ broadcast BBC1 2 January 1988 and ‘Roots of Evil’ broadcast BBC1 4 February 1990. He wrote the Yorkshire TV sitcom FLYING LADY in 1987 and worked on the pilot of the fantasy series STAR KIDS for Granada TV in 1992. Brian Finch wrote the HEARTBEAT episode ‘Domestic’ for Yorkshire TV in 1995.

*Jon Watkins (writer Into The Unknown) wrote episodes of the Thames TV sitcom BLESS THIS HOUSE broadcast 2 February 1971 – 22 April 1976, wrote episodes of the London Weekend TV sitcom THE TRAIN NOW STANDING broadcast 20 May - 25 June 1972 and wrote episodes of the London Weekend TV sitcom ROMANY JONES broadcast 1 June 1973 - August 1975. Watkins wrote episodes of the BBC sitcom HAPPY EVER AFTER broadcast 17 July 1974 - 20 December 1978 and wrote episodes of the seven episode ATV series A LITTLE BIT OF WISDOM broadcast 30 March - 4 May 1976. He wrote episodes of the London Weekend TV sitcom THE FOSTERS seven episodes broadcast 9 April - 21 May 1976 and thirteen episodes broadcast 16 April - 9 July 1977 and wrote the play MCPHEE, MOTHER AND ME for Southern TV. Jon Watkins wrote episodes of the BBC sitcom TERRY AND JUNE broadcast 24 October 1979 - 31 August 1987 and created and wrote forty episodes of the BBC sitcom NO PLACE LIKE HOME broadcast 13 December 1983 - 22 December 1987.

*Ruth Boswell (co-producer Seasons One to Three, Script Editor Seasons One to Eight of Classic THE TOMORROW PEOPLE) co-created with her husband James and script edited the science fiction serial TIMESLIP for ATV broadcast 2 October 1970 - March 1971. After working on THE TOMORROW PEOPLE from 1973 – 75, she produced the FUNNY HA HA plays ‘Commander Badman’ broadcast 24 May 1974, ‘Football Crazy’ broadcast 31 May 1974, ‘Don’t Blame Us’ broadcast 7 June 1974, ‘Who’s Afraid of the Big Bad Bear’ broadcast 14 June 1974, ‘The Molly Wopsy’ broadcast 21 June 1974, ‘Me and Meep’ broadcast 28 June 1974, and also produced the thirteen episode Thames TV children’s series THE MOLLY WOPSIES broadcast 17 March - 9 June 1976, the Thames TV children’s play series SHADOWS in 1976 and JUST SO STORIES for Thames TV. Ruth Boswell produced the Thames TV series WARRIOR QUEEN broadcast 20 February – 27 March 1978 and moved to the BBC, where she produced the serial MAYBURY six episodes broadcast BBC2 12 May - 4 August 1981 and broadcast 24 June - 5 August 1983 and produced the BBC sitcom COCKLES broadcast 4 January - 8 February 1984. Ruth Boswell produced the serial LATE STARTER broadcast BBC1 15 March – 19 April 1985, produced the drama series BLACK SILK broadcast BBC2 7 November - 26 December 1985, and produced the serial A SORT OF INNOCENCE broadcast BBC1 13 January – 17 February 1987. *Victor Hughes (producer Seasons Five to Eight Classic THE TOMORROW PEOPLE, director location filming Worlds Away, director The Revenge Of Jedikiah, The Dirtiest Business, The Heart Of Sogguth, Castle Of Fear, War Of The Empires) co-produced the Thames TV children’s series TOTTERING TOWERS broadcast 20 October 1971 - 12 January 1972, directed the ACE OF WANDS story ‘The Beautiful People’ for Thames TV broadcast 8 - 29 November 1972, directed six episodes of PARDON MY GENIE for Thames TV broadcast 10 April – 3 July 1972 and 29 January – 23 April 1973 and produced the six episode Thames TV children’s series ROBERT’S ROBOTS broadcast 12 November - 24 December 1973 and 11 November – 23 December 1974. He trained at Melbourne University after the Second World War and travelled to England to conduct the Royal Opera House at Covent Garden. He composed the music for the BBC TV series MOONSTRIKE in 1963 and composed the music for many DOCTOR WHO stories including ‘Planet of Giants’, ‘The Crusade’, ‘The Chase’, ‘The Celestial Toyroom’, ‘The Underwater Menace’, ‘The Macra Terror’, ‘Evil of the Daleks’, ‘The Ice Warriors’, ‘Fury from the Deep’, ‘The Seeds of Death’, ‘The Space Pirates’ and ‘The War Games’ in the 1960s and most DOCTOR WHO stories until January 1980. Simpson also worked on the BBC WEDNESDAY PLAYS from 1964, THIRTY MINUTE THEATRE from 1967 - 72, the police series TARGET broadcast BBC1 9 September - 11 November 1977 and 15 September - 13 December 1978 and composed for BLAKE’S SEVEN broadcast 2 January 1978 - 21 December 1981. Simpson also created and conducted the music for the BBC adaptations of DOMBEY AND SON broadcast BBC1 16 January – 20 March 1983, for TALES OF THE UNEXPECTED for Anglia TV, for GOODBYE MISTER CHIPS broadcast BBC1 29 January – 4 March 1984, for OLIVER TWIST broadcast BBC1 13 October – 2 January 1986 and for MISTER KNOW ALL for the BBC and SUPERGRAN for Scottish TV in 1987. Dudley Simpson returned to Australia for semi-retirement in 1988, attending telefantasy conventions and returning to Great Britain in 1995. 

*Dr. Christopher Evans (scientific advisor Seasons One to Eight) was born in 1931 and was a psychologist and computer scientist at the National Physical Laboratory in Middlesex. He edited the books Mind at Bay (1969) and Mind in Chains (1970) on potential human telepathic abilities, advised on scripts for THE TOMORROW PEOPLE from 1973 – 1978, was scientific editor of the magazine New Worlds from issues 175 – 194, wrote the book Cults of Unreason, and contributed articles to Penthouse and appeared on British radio and television. Dr. Christopher Evans wrote and presented the six episode ATV series THE MIGHTY MICRO in 1979, but died on 10 October 1979 before the series was transmitted. 

*Paul Bernard (director The Slaves Of Jedikiah and The Vanishing Earth) began work as a theatre designer in the 1950s. He designed episodes of THE AVENGERS and ARMCHAIR THEATRE plays for ABC Television. Bernard worked for the BBC from 1962 - 66, directing episodes of Z CARS and the BBC science drama series R THREE. He designed the BBC play A SMASHING DAY broadcast 17 August 1962 and directed the CLUFF episode ‘The Daughter-in-law’ broadcast BBC1 31 August 1964. Paul Bernard joined ATV in 1966 and directed episodes of EMERGENCY WARD TEN and produced the series MARKET AT HONEY LANE in 1967. Bernard directed episodes of the ATV sitcom HAPPY EVER AFTER and directed the ATV sitcom SAM AND JANET broadcast 27 June - 1 August 1967. In 1971 he went freelance and directed the DOCTOR WHO stories ‘Day of the Daleks’ broadcast BBC1 1 - 22 January 1972, ‘The Time Monster’ broadcast BBC1 20 May - 24 June 1972 and ‘Frontier in Space’ broadcast BBC1 24 February - 31 March 1973. He worked as an independent director for THE TOMORROW PEOPLE from February - July 1973, directed the film THE CONTRACT in 1974 and worked on children’s television programmes such as RUB-A-DUB-DUB and TV-AM (breakfast television) in the early 1980s. While working on SHED VISION he co-created the character later to become the focus of the BBC series ROLAND RAT in 1986. Paul Bernard directed and produced the Yorkshire TV school series MAKING A LIVING and produced and directed the Tyne Tees Television series HOW DARE YOU. He directed episodes of CORONATION STREET for Granada TV in 1987 and directed episodes of EASTENDERS for the BBC in 1988. Paul Bernard directed the Channel 4 series TICKETS FOR THE TITANIC broadcast January 1988, directed a touring production of the play LOCK UP YOUR DAUGHTERS in 1988 and directed a production of the play AGNES OF GOD at Lionhouse Studios, Brighton in June 1991. His most recent projects include preparing the film RETRIBUTION for location filming in Russia and enjoying a successful career as a painter in Spain. Paul Bernard held an exhibition of his work in 1993 and with his wife attended the DreamWatch 1994 convention in London from 29 - 30 October 1994. Paul Bernard died in 2000. 

*Darrol Blake (director A Rift In Time) worked as a design assistant on the BBC serial QUATERMASS TWO in 1955 and for the BBC Design Department on various programmes including the DOCTOR WHO story ‘Marco Polo’ broadcast 22 February - 4 April 1964. He designed the ADAM ADAMANT LIVES! episodes ‘A Vintage Year for Scoundrels’ broadcast BBC2 23 June 1966 and the episodes ‘The Terribly Happy Embalmers’ and ‘The Last Sacrifice’ from 1966 - 67. *Peter Davison (Elmer in A Man For Emily) was born Peter Moffett on 13 April 1951 in Streatham, England, where his father worked in electronics, and moved to Woking in 1961. Educated at the Winston Churchill School in Woking, he began acting at school and in amateur dramatics with the Byfleet Players. Davison attended the Central School of Speech and Drama from 1968 - July 1972 and worked as a singer on TOP OF THE POPS in 1970. His first stage work was in repertory at the Nottingham Playhouse and with the Edinburgh Young Lyceum Company from 1972 - 74, in a variety of roles including LOVE’S LABOURS LOST, THE TAMING OF THE SHREW, THE TWO GENTLEMEN OF VERONA, and HAMLET. Davison began his career on television with THE TOMORROW PEOPLE in early 1975, where he met his future wife Sandra Dickinson who was playing Emily. (They were married on 26 December 1978 in Rockville, Maryland, USA, and divorced in 1994.) Following this he was unemployed and worked as a salaries clerk in a Twickenham taxation office from 1975 - 77. He returned to acting playing Tom Holland in LOVE FOR LYDIA for London Weekend TV broadcast 9 September – 3 December 1977 and appeared in PRINT-OUT for Granada TV in 1977. 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THE TOMORROW PEOPLE - NEW ZEALAND SCREENING DETAILS

Television transmission in New Zealand began with a single state-owned black and white channel on 1 June 1960, the television arm of the the New Zealand Broadcasting Corporation. Funding has been from a combination of a relatively small broadcasting fee (abolished in 1999) and advertising. Limited colour broadcasts began in 1973, with full colour transmission beginning with the introduction of a reorganised state-owned system and a second national channel, South Pacific Television, which began operation on 30 June 1975 and which extended almost complete nationwide coverage by 1977. Although retaining operating and programming independence, the two organisations were placed under the authority of the Broadcasting Corporation of New Zealand following a change of government in 1975, and the two channels were united into Television New Zealand on 15 February 1980. From 1980 Television One was operated as the New Zealand equivalent to the British BBC2, with an emphasis towards cultural, minority, and indigenous programming, while the new TV2 focused on populist imported entertainment, although a degree of complimentarity remained until and following corporatisation and deregulation in 1989. A private television company began morning broadcasts on state television in 1982, and a private national channel, TV3, was launched on 25 November 1989. The satellite Sky Television began broadcasting in 1990 and ten UHF regional and music stations began operation from 1991-94.
